The Eighteenth Annual Auburn University Honor Band Festival will be held February 

12-15, 2009, on the Auburn campus.  Based on their applications and your recommendations, 

the following students from your band have been selected as participants:


Enclosed are letters, schedules, registration forms, and chair audition music for each of these students as well as a copy of the schedule for your information.  Please distribute these materials to the students.  Have each student complete the registration form and return it to you along with a check for the $55.00 registration fee (payable to the Auburn University Band).  All of your students' registration forms and checks should then be mailed to us in a single package.  In this way, you will know exactly which of your students are attending.  In order for your students to participate in the Festival, we must receive their registration information from you by Wednesday, January 21, 2009.


Your other students who applied but are not listed above have been placed on our waiting list.  If any openings occur enabling us to accept additional students, we will call you.  If any of your students who have been selected for the Festival cannot attend, please call us.  Do not make substitutions yourself.  In fairness to everyone who applied, we have to choose replacements from our waiting list.


Let me encourage you to assist your students in preparing for the Festival and to accompany them to Auburn if possible.  Note that each school's group of participants must be accompanied to the festival by a chaperone (either their band director or another adult) and must make their own housing arrangements at one of the local hotels.  We expect hotels to be crowded so have your group make their hotel reservations immediately!

Thank you for recommending your students for the Auburn Honor Band Festival.  We believe that it will be an exciting and rewarding experience for everyone involved.
