performance.

o Flag Line - Please bring a plain, aluminum flag pole, no taller than 6ft. The flag silk will be provided. Also,
please wear flesh tone jazz shoes or white/grey tennis shoes to the rehearsal and performance.

o Everyone - Please bring water or Gatorade/PowerAde and a few snacks. It is very important that you drink
liguids and eat.

Appearance
